Subject: Supporting the Regulation of Cannabis Social Clubs in Barcelona

Dear Mr. Batlle,

This letter intends to address the concerning statements you have made regarding
Cannabis Social Clubs (CSCs). The explicit intention to close all CSCs and consider
them "a model we do not want in our city" is a position that is regressive and unaligned
with the pivotal advancements in drug policy currently taking place worldwide. The CSC
model was founded in Barcelona, the capital of Catalonia, 22 years ago. These locations
showcase an innovative, health-focused, and community-oriented approach to
cannabis consumption.

Originating as a civil society initiative to create an alternative to the prohibitionist
regime, CSCs prioritize human rights and public health above criminalization. Operating
as non-profits, these clubs enable legal-age members to consume cannabis collectively,
distancing themselves from the underground market and its associated risks. Despite
the absence of specific regulations from the Spanish state and the legal ambiguities
they operate under, the impact of CSCs is profound. They demonstrate a bottom-up,
self-regulatory model that has been evolving for over two decades, advocating for
alternatives to incarceration and promoting safer, community-oriented cannabis use.

Despite its success and international recognition, Catalonia still lacks specific
regulations for CSCs. This absence of a formal legal framework limits the potential of
these clubs to effectively contribute to public health and social well-being. The
administration’s neglect has encouraged the distortion of the CSC model.

Over the years, our organization ICEERS has collaborated with local NGOs as well as
international drug policy advocates to study and promote this innovative model. In
March of 2023, we hosted a Cannabis Social Club Study Tour in Barcelona, attended by
nearly 30 international policymakers and advisors. This event shed light on Catalonia's
pioneering CSC model, its impact on harm reduction, and its potential as a template for
global drug policy reform. CSCs are privileged spaces to research and implement
science, education, and health-based interventions with cannabis users.

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Our efforts extend beyond Catalonia. We have engaged in fruitful collaborations with
government representatives and local organizations worldwide, including advising the
President of Malta on implementing a community-based cannabis regulation model.
Our expertise has supported the CSC model framework in Switzerland, the Czech
Republic, Germany, and Colombia. We continually receive requests to advise and
educate about this model to an expanding global audience.

As international trends lean towards the legalization and regulation of cannabis, it is
imperative that Catalonia and Barcelona also make advancements. The current climate
in Catalonia underscores the need for regulation and recognition of CSCs as a
pioneering model for harm reduction internationally.

We urge the Barcelona City Hall to support the CSC model by:

e Advocating for laws that respect and tolerate CSCs, such as the Catalan
municipalities of Matar6 and Granollers have done, to ensure equal rights and
freedoms for cannabis consumers.

e Engagingin dialogues for a stable legal framework that ensures safety for the
members and workers of CSCs.

e Initiating parliamentary debates to remove discriminatory laws against cannabis
consumption and decriminalize the plantin all forms.

e Establishing medicinal cannabis access programs that mandate the protection of
health as a fundamental right.

e Develop international alliances with other municipalities that share a
commitment to drug policy reform, centered on defending human rights and
upholding scientific evidence.

Many international experts and policymakers have visited Barcelona to learn about this
model and find ways to adapt it to their local contexts. The undersigned entities are
committed to fostering an informed, respectful, and health-centric approach to
cannabis regulation. We believe that with your support, Barcelona can continue to set a
precedent for a more compassionate, evidence-based approach to cannabis regulation
internationally.

Asunto: Apoyo a la regulacion de los clubes sociales de cannabis en Barcelona

Estimado Sefior Albert Batlle:

Esta carta tiene la intencion de contrastar las declaraciones realizadas por usted, como
representante del Ayuntamiento de Barcelona, con respecto a los clubes sociales de
cannabis (CSC). La intencion explicita de cerrar todos los CSC y considerarlos como «un
modelo que no queremos en nuestra ciudad» constituye una postura regresiva y que no
se encuentra alineada con los avances cruciales en politicas de drogas que estan
teniendo lugar en el ambito mundial. El modelo de CSC se fundo en Barcelona hace 22
anos, y estos lugares demuestran un enfoque innovador, centrado en la salud y
orientado a la comunidad en el consumo de cannabis.

Originados como una iniciativa de la sociedad civil para crear una alternativa al régimen
prohibicionista, los CSC priorizan los derechos humanos y la salud publica por encima
de la criminalizacion. Operando como organizaciones sin animo de lucro, estos clubes
permiten a sus miembros —mayores de edad y responsables— consumir cannabis
colectivamente, distanciandose del mercado ilegal y sus riesgos asociados. A pesar de la
ausencia de regulaciones especificas por parte del Estado espafol y las ambigledades
legales en las que operan, los CSC ejercen un impacto profundo en la sociedad. No en
vano, demuestran un modelo autorregulatorio desde las bases que ha estado
evolucionando durante mas de dos décadas, abogando por alternativas al
encarcelamiento y promoviendo un uso mas seguro y orientado a la comunidad
cannabica.

A pesar de su éxito y reconocimiento internacional, Cataluia todavia carece de
regulaciones especificas para los CSC. Esta ausencia de un marco legal formal limita el
potencial de estos clubes para contribuir efectivamente a la salud publica y el bienestar
social. La negligencia de la Administracion ha fomentado la distorsion de este modelo
de CSC.

A lo largo de los afios, nuestra organizacion, ICEERS, ha colaborado con ONGs locales
asi como con defensores internacionales de politicas de drogas, para estudiary
promover este modelo innovador. En marzo de 2023, organizamos un Tour de Estudio
de Clubes Sociales de Cannabis en Barcelona, al que asistieron casi treinta politicos y
asesores internacionales. Este evento arrojé luz sobre el modelo pionero de CSC en
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Catalufa, su impacto en la reduccion de dafios y su potencial como modelo para la
reforma de politicas de drogas a escala mundial. Los CSC constituyen espacios
privilegiados para investigar e implementar intervenciones cientificas, educativas y
basadas en la salud con usuarios de cannabis.

Nuestros esfuerzos se extienden mas alla de Catalufia. Hemos participado en
colaboraciones fructiferas con representantes gubernamentales y organizaciones
locales en todo el mundo, incluido el asesoramiento al Presidente de Malta sobre la
implementacion de un modelo de regulacion de cannabis basado en la comunidad.
Nuestra experiencia ha apoyado el marco del modelo CSC en Suiza, Republica Checa,
Alemania y Colombia. Continuamente recibimos solicitudes para asesorar y educar
sobre este modelo a un publico global en expansion.

A medida que las tendencias internacionales se inclinan hacia la legalizacion y

regulacion del cannabis, es imperativo que Catalufia y Barcelona también avancen. El
clima actual en Catalufia subraya la necesidad de regulacién y reconocimiento de los
CSC como un modelo pionero para la reduccion de dafios en el ambito internacional.

Instamos al Ayuntamiento de Barcelona a apoyar el modelo de CSC emprendiendo las
siguientes acciones:

e Abogar por leyes que respeten y toleren los CSC, como han hecho los municipios
catalanes de Mataré y Granollers, para garantizar iguales derechos y libertades
para los consumidores de cannabis.

e Participar en didlogos para un marco legal estable que asegure la seguridad de
los miembros y trabajadores de los CSC.

e [niciar debates parlamentarios para eliminar las leyes discriminatorias contra el
consumo de cannabis y despenalizar la planta en todas sus formas.

e Establecer programas de acceso al cannabis medicinal que establezcan la
proteccion de la salud como un derecho fundamental.

e Desarrollar alianzas con otros municipios en el ambito internacional que
compartan un compromiso con la reforma de las politicas de drogas, centrado en
la defensa de los derechos humanos y el respeto a la evidencia cientifica.

Muchos grupos internacionales han visitado Barcelona para aprender sobre este
modelo y encontrar formas de adaptarlo a sus contextos locales. Las entidades
firmantes se muestran comprometidas a fomentar un enfoque informado, respetuosoy
centrado en la salud para la regulacion del cannabis. Creemos que con su apoyo,
Barcelona puede seguir estableciendo un precedente hacia un enfoque mas compasivo
y basado en evidencias para la regulacion del cannabis en el ambito internacional.
